e The client may, if applicable, reserve its content to the shipping of the goods. In this case, the client
points this out in the purchase order.

¢ Any deviations from this company standard must be approved by the client. If this company standard
contradicts any contractual obligations, the contractor has to notify the client immediately.

¢ Freight costs resulting from the contractor’s failure to comply with the delivery date will be borne by the
client only with reservations.

o If the contractor deviates from this company standard without the client’s approval, the contractor must
bear the arising expenses.

¢ The shipping advice must be done by 11 a.m. of the previous day at the latest. Shorter deadlines must
be coordinated directly between the contractor and the responsible freight service provider.

e The client is entitled to suspend this company standard on a project-to-project basis and to define de-
viating regulations.
